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How to do business with the
Oregon Child Development Coalition

The Oregon Child Development Coalition (OCDC) welcomes your interest in doing business with us. The OCDC process nearly $2 million in orders and contracts annually ($750K for building repair & maintenance and $1.3M for goods and services). The OCDC operates under a centralized/de-centralized purchasing system which means that all contracts, price agreements, vendor management, and major/complex/high risk procurements are through OCDC’s Central Office in Wilsonville, OR while the day-to-day operational purchases are placed by OCDC’s local Head Start centers by individuals who have been trained in small procurements. To do business with OCDC, below are a few things you need to know.

OCDC’s Background

The Oregon Child Development Coalition (OCDC) is a 501(C)(3) nonprofit corporation governed by a volunteer Board of Directors. Our Agency was founded in 1971, prompted by the tragic death of a three-year-old migrant child in a farm accident. Local volunteers in various agricultural communities decided to change this intolerable situation and banded together to form a coalition. This coalition has evolved over the past forty (40) years into the largest child development and childcare network in the state of Oregon. Presently, OCDC has almost 30 child care centers and administrative offices located in 13 counties throughout the state
What we buy

Everything that is required to keep early educational & child care facilities operating on a daily basis which may include: Classroom & office furniture, telecommunications and computer equipment, various vehicles – including school busses, diapers and health supplies, office supplies, classroom supplies, school books, & food. Services that we utilize – but not limited to – are facilities construction, maintenance, and repair; printing; temporary staff services; travel; medical, dental, mental health and various consultants. How we buy

The OCDC’s primary funding sources are through grants from the U.S. Department of Health & Human Services and the State of Oregon and as such, we must ensure compliance with all applicable CFR’s, ORS’ and OAR’s. Our goal is to purchase the required goods and services in a timely manner to meet our needs at a fair and reasonable price utilizing an open bidding process. Also, the OCDC makes every attempt to support the local economies wherever we operate.
For professional or specialized services such as architect, medical, dental, nutrition etc., selection is made based on qualifications and location with a negotiated cost.

Small, Disadvantaged, Minority, Woman-owned Businesses
OCDC uses small, disadvantaged, minority, and woman-owned business enterprises to the fullest extent practical. We attempt to make information on upcoming purchasing opportunities available to encourage participation by small, disadvantaged, minority, and woman-owned business.

Selecting Sources of Procurement

OCDC establishes no preferential list of sources: Contracts and purchase orders are awarded on the basis of lowest competitive price meeting OCDC’s requirements; or “best value,” which may include other factors such as schedule, warranty, etc.  Selection criteria will be clearly identified in each solicitation.
Potential Vendor/Contractor’s List

OCDC Purchasing maintains a list of potential vendors and contractors for all commodities and services.  This list is compiled of businesses that we currently do business with or businesses who have expressed an interest in being contacted when OCDC needs such items or services. These lists are researched by the Contracts and Procurement Department prior to soliciting bids. By being on our list, a vendor or contractor has a greater assurance of being notified of such needs.

Since OCDC is a statewide organization, some vendors or contractors may prefer to work only in specific areas rather than statewide. Counties OCDC currently operates in are Clackamas, Hood River, Jackson, Jefferson, Klamath, Malheur, Marion, Morrow, Multnomah, Polk, Umatilla, Wasco, and Washington.
How do I get on the Bidder’s List?
You may contact OCDC’s Purchasing Manager and request a Vendor/Contractor Interest Form to complete and submit. OCDC Purchasing evaluates these forms and if you are qualified, you will be contacted and asked to submit further information as follows:

1. You must provide a W-9 Taxpayer ID Form
2. You must possess a current business license

3. You must be permitted to conduct business with the US Government (not be on the US List of Excluded or Denied Parties)

4. You must have appropriate insurance (limits & types may vary by specific services). An Acord 25 form will be required.
5. For contractors, trades, etc., provide your CCB number. For professional services, provide a copy of your license or credentials, i.e., medical, dental etc.
