Migrant, Seasonal, and Early Head Start (MSHS/EHS)

Migrant and Seasonal Head Start and Early Head Start is a statewide federally

funded program, that provides comprehensive child development services to

> children and families. Migrant and Seasonal Head Start serves children of
migrant and seasonal farm workers. Early Head Start provides services to
pregnant woman, infants and toddlers up to age 3.

Migrante, Temporada y Early Head Start (MSHS/EHS siglas en Inglés)

Head Start Migrante y Temporada y Early Head Start es un programa de financiamiento federal que
proporciona servicios completos de desarrollo infantil a nifios y familias.

F. Parent Involvement Activities

The Oregon Child Development Coalition (OCDC) received a grant from the Oregon
Community Foundation to train parents as facilitators of the Abriendo Puertas curriculum, a
multi-week popular education program proven to improve parent-child interactions,
confidence and self-advocacy skills. The proposed peer facilitators then were prepared to
train additional parents, both OCDC parents and community partner parents, in this
evidence-based curriculum, with a particular focus on families that speak Spanish as a home
language.

In the 2016 grant year, OCDC trained 116 parents as curriculum facilitators who are now
fully trained delivering the program to their peers. These 116 parents went through 16 hours
of training in seven different workshop sessions in Washington County, Clackamas County,
Klamath County, Umatilla County, Linn County and The Dalles.

In the 2016 grant year OCDC also trained 149 parents in the peer-led curriculum and
workshop sessions, with additional community and OCDC events scheduled throughout the
upcoming year, with the goal of participation being over 300 parents. OCDC is confident that
parents trained as facilitators in this high-quality curriculum that is appreciated and
supported by parent-serving organizations as well as schools and early childhood service

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delivery organizations will continue to deliver additional benefit through workshop sessions
of this curriculum in the coming years.

OCDC'’s centers participated in additional parent and family engagement activities:

e An OCDC center county hosted a family learning carnival, for parents to participate in a
variety of engaging learning activities

e Legal aid and Immigrant Rights Community Organization (IRCO) led Know Your Rights
trainings for several parent meetings in OCDC communities with immigrant parents, to
support parents in their advocacy and safety as well as family support planning should
there be a deportation action

e One OCDC school focused on the development of class gardens, where parents and staff
participated in the harvesting and planting of 26 raised beds; organic produce from the
garden was used as food for classrooms, and remaining produce was used in OCDC’s
center-run food pantries to support families with nutritional needs.

Actividades de Envolvimiento de Padres

Oregon Child Development Coalition (OCDC) recibié una subvencion de Oregon Community
Foundation para capacitar a padres como facilitadores del curriculo Abriendo Puertas, un
programa de educacion popular de varias semanas que ha demostrado mejorar las
interacciones entre padres e hijos, la seguridad en si mismo y las habilidades de abogacia. Los
facilitadores propuestos de iguales, fueron preparados para capacitar tanto a padres de OCDC y
como a padres socios comunitarios, en este curriculo basado en la evidencia, con un enfoque
particular en las familias que hablan espafiol como idioma principal

En el ario 2016 de la subvencién, OCDC capacité a 116 padres como facilitadores del curriculo
que ahora estdn completamente capacitados para impartir el programa a sus companeros.
Estos 116 padres pasaron por 16 horas de capacitacion en siete sesiones diferentes de talleres
en el condado de Washington, el condado de Clackamas, el condado de Klamath, el condado de
Umatilla, el condado de Linn y The Dalles.

En el afio 2016 de la subvenciones, OCDC también capacité a 149 padres en el curriculo
dirigido por iguales y sesiones de talleres, con eventos comunitarios y de OCDC adicionales
programados a lo largo del préximo ario, con el objetivo de tener participacion de mds de 300

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padres. OCDC confia en que los padres capacitados como facilitadores en este curriculo de alta
calidad que es apreciado y apoyado por las organizaciones sirviendo a padres, asi como
escuelas y organizaciones de prestacion de servicios a la nifiez temprana, continuardn
brindando beneficios adicionales a través de sesiones de este curriculo en los préximos anos.

Los centros de OCDC participaron en actividades adicionales de participacion de padres y
familias:

e Un centro OCDC de condado fue anfitrién de un carnaval de aprendizaje familiar para
que los padres participaran en una variedad de actividades interesantes de aprendizaje.

e Legal Aid y Immigrant Rights Community Organization (IRCO) dirigié entrenamientos
sobre Conozca sus Derechos durante varias reuniones de padres en comunidades OCDC
con padres inmigrantes, para apoyar a los padres en su abogacia y sequridad, asi como
planes de apoyo familiar en caso de una accion de deportacion.

e Una escuela OCDC se enfocé en el desarrollo de jardines de la clase donde los padres y
personal participaron en la plantacién y cosecha de 26 camas; los productos orgdnicos
del huerto se usaron como alimento para los salones de clases y el resto del producto se
uso en las despensas de alimentos administradas por el centro OCDC para apoyar a las
familias con necesidades de nutricién.

As shown in the chart above, OCDC is seeing migrant preschool-age children that are entering
services scoring quite low on several key child outcomes, related to literacy and math. As a
result, OCDC has responded with long-term plans to improve mathematics and literacy-
related instruction with supplemental curriculum, including high five mathematize and
parent-child oriented curricula and activities related to dialogical reading and parent
engagement, including Abriendo Puertas, a culturally responsive parenting curriculum
written by Latinos for Latinos.

OCDC”s 2016 Seasonal program outcomes demonstrate significant developmental gains for
children that are measured after the requisite second and third intervals to document
appropriate developmental gains. OCDC is committed to continuous improvement in child
progress and school readiness, with similar interventions undertaken to improve child
outcomes in relationship to the linguistic, language and cognitive domains that are
represented as lower-scoring domains in outcomes reports.
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Los resultados del Programa de Temporada 2016 de OCDC muestran avances significativos en
los nifnos que son medidos después del segundo y tercer intervalo, que es un requisito para
documentar los avances de desarrollo apropiados. OCDC estd comprometido con la mejora

For OCDC'’s children with identified disabilities and developmental delays, typically
categorized as children with IFSPs, outcomes are tracked to ensure that education staff are
appropriately allocating resources and intervention energies to maximize the school
readiness of children who would otherwise be furthest from opportunity. Results from the
2016 year show significant improvement in gross motor, literary and cognitive domains,
which is consistent with OCDC’s effective model of early intervention and historical results.

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En el caso de los nifios de OCDC con discapacidades y retrasos en el desarrollo identificados,
generalmente catalogados como nifios con IFSP (Plan de Servicio Familiar Individualizado), se
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monitorean los resultados para garantizar que el personal de educacion esté asignando
debidamente los recursos y las energias de intervencion para maximizar la preparacion para
la escuela de los nifios que, de otra forma, estarian mds lejos de la oportunidad. Los resultados
del afio 2016 muestran una mejora significativa en los dominios de motricidad gruesa,
literario y cognitivo, lo cual estd en consonancia con el modelo efectivo de intervencion
temprana y resultados histéricos de OCDC.
