Migrant, Seasonal, and Early Head Start (MSHS/EHS)

Migrant and Seasonal Head Start and Early Head Start is a statewide federally funded
program, that provides comprehensive child development services to children and
families. Migrant and Seasonal Head Start serves children of migrant and seasonal farm
workers. Early Head Start provides services to pregnant woman, infants and toddlers up to
age 3.

In 2017, OCDC Parents and children participated in an entertaining activity filled
evening with a new old time Chautauqua. (This is a program for youth that presents a
diversity of activity, in form of lectures, plays, settings varied and historic, in
entertainment, and experience in the arts.)

A family fun and learning carnival where fire safety, first aid kits distribution, and fun
nutrition activities were engaged in.

Parents participated in ESL (English as second language) opportunities and some
enrolled in GED to further their educational goals.

At one of the Centers the preschool teachers asked Parents to come into the classroom to
talk to the children about their profession. Several parents participated but one father
was really exceptional. He works on a dairy farm and he brought bags with samples of
hay and grain.

The father placed the bags out on the table and explained each one to the kids. During his
presentation, the teachers made cow udders out of plastic gloves and he taught the kids
how to “milk a cow.” The children loved the activity and this was a great learning
experience for them as well as for the parents.

Increased Fatherhood Engagement Activities

14 dads engaged in a ‘Gardening with Dads’ event with their children. Parents, teachers,
and children continue to plant gardens that they tend and harvest during the year.
Teachers often use the produce in the classroom food experiences and the extra goes
into the school pantry for distribution to parents every 2 weeks. At this one Center there
are 26 raised garden beds so there is a lot of produce grown and distributed over the

season.

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These activities included bowling night and movie night, where the father or significant

male role model, along with their enrolled preschool child attend a night of bowling and

another of going to a movie. There
were several fathers who engaged in
this night that had never
participated in any events at all, and
some of the fathers brought other
family members as well. This
proved to be a great family
togetherness activity and one that is
intended to assist father and child to
have a closer relationship.

En 2017, los padres y nifios de OCDC participaron en una noche entretenida y llena de

Varios padres
participaron pero un padre fue realmente excepcional. El trabaja en una granja lechera y
trajo costales con muestra de heno y grano.

El padre puso los costales sobre la mesa y explicé cada uno de ellos a los nifios. Durante
su presentacion, los maestros hicieron ubres de vaca con guantes de plastico y él les
ensefio a los nifios como “ordefiar a una vaca.” A los nifios les encanto la actividad y esta
fue una gran experiencia de aprendizaje para ellos asi como para los padres.

Se Incrementaron las Actividades de Participacion de Padres

14 papas participaron en un evento de ‘Huertos con Papas’ junto con sus hijos. Los
padres, maestros y nifios contindan plantando huertos que cuidan y cosechan durante el
afio. Los maestros a menudo usan el producto en las experiencias de comida en el salén
de clases y lo extra va a la despensa de la escuela para distribuirla a los padres cada 2
semanas. En este centro hay 26 camas

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Children Preparation for Kindergarten

One of the foundations for children’s success in school is the development of social and
emotional skills. OCDC provides Positive Behavior Intervention Support learning
experiences and methods to foster children’s Social and Emotional competence and growth.
OCDC supports children’s preparation for Kindergarten by:

% Partnering and Building a Relationship with local schools. This includes conversations
and planned activities between the kindergarten teachers, school administrators, and the
transitioning of OCDC families and children.

¢ Creating Kindergarten Transition plans that include group and individual activities; and
input from the families, teachers, and the local schools.

¢ Creating classroom lesson plans that incorporate developmentally appropriate practices

using the Head Start Early Learning Outcomes framework, Child Outcome Data, Creative
Curriculum, and Oregon’s Early Learning Pre-K and Kindergarten Standards.

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Brief Description of Child Assessment Data

OCDC implements Core Strategies that support children's developmental growth, School, and
Life Readiness. This includes: An integrated curriculum that addresses the essential
developmental domains of learning that are associated with the Head Start Early Learning
Outcomes Framework. Child level assessment data is aggregated and analyzed two to 3 times
per year.

The following charts demonstrate child developmental growth and its effectiveness of OCDC’s
Migrant and Seasonal Programs- with migrant programs broken up into specific age groups
infant, toddler, and preschool. Additionally, long term preschool program child outcome data is
analyzed for children with identified disabilities and/or developmental delays. This is to
ensure that services are maximizing the early intervention benefits to the community. Results
for the 2017 program years are as follows:

OCDC implementa Estrategias Centrales que apoyan el desarrollo, la preparacion escolar y de
vida de los nifios. Esto incluye: un curriculo integrado que cubre los dominios esenciales del
desarrollo del aprendizaje que estan asociados con el Marco de Trabajo de los Resultados
Head Start de Aprendizaje Temprano. Los datos de la evaluacion del nivel del nifio se agregan
y analizan de dos a tres veces por afo.
